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LIGHTING:

Wall mounted- are permanently mounted and wired lights such as sconces and cano-
py lighting at service stations. This does not include accent lighting that is cast on a wall
from a fixture in the ground. Count the fixtures visible from the right-of-way.

Pole lighting- is a raised source of light. For this survey, this does not include street lights
INn the right-of-way. Count the number of fixtures rather than the number of poles as
some poles will support several light fixtures.
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
